As part of City of Culture, the Library service is delivering a project called Reading 

Rooms for Children aged 8-11. Children will be able to meet in the library once a week 

to share a story and through that explore their feelings. The sessions, starting in 

February/March, will be held at Aldermoor, Bell Green and Tile Hill Library. Each 

session will be guided by trained library staff. Interested families need to contact their 

library. 

The Tile Hill Library Project is part of the Thriving Communities Fund (Arts Council 

England), which aims to support local voluntary, community, faith and social enterprise 

(VCFSE) projects that bring together place-based partnerships to improve and 

increase social prescribing community activities – especially for those people most 

impacted by COVID 19 and health inequalities. It is seeking to commission a local 

artist or collective to work collaboratively with individuals, community groups and 

library staff in 8 workshops, which will take place in April, May and June 2022.
