A joint Multicultural Craft, Food and Community Information Fair, held in
Broadgate on Saturday 17" June, marked the official launch of Positive Images
Festival 2023. The Deputy Lord Mayor of Coventry, Councillor Mutton, graced the
occasion.

Evaluation questionnaires were completed by 20 stallholders. Here are the findings:

Half of the participants found the arrangements of the day Very Good. The
remaining 500% found them good.

All stallholders bar one indicated that they had received enough information prior
to the event.

16 participants found the venue very good. 4 rated it as being good.
14 found the event very useful for their organisati on and 6 found it useful.

All participants expressed their willingness to participate next year, with one
participant qualifying the response with the word “probably” and another one saying
“absolutely”!

The number of visitors received by stallholders ranged from 20 to 220. 7 stalls
received between 20 and 40 visitors; 6 stalls between 50 and 90; 3 stalls between
100 and 150; and 3 stalls over 200. One stall did not provide this information.
